Email Outreach
Reminding people to vote via email outreach is an effective voter outreach tactic.  Targeted emails messages about when Election Day is, where the nearest poll is located on community, and reminders about voter registration locations are helpful. 
Sample Email Outreach Strategy

Email Sign up Recruitment and Pools:

· Email Sign up on Website

· Email sign up on Campaign Widget (Social Networking sites)

· Email address ask on all Pledge cards, signup sheets, etc

· Current Online Membership List

· Coalition Partner Email List

· Purchase of Email lists from private sector

· “Share with friend” option on all email alerts

Tactics:

· Provide website links to all email alerts

· Provide official board of election links to all email lists 
· Develop an email schedule to educate and mobilize voters

Sample Schedule: 

1. Before Vote Registration Deadline:   Email Alert announcing voter registration deadline and requirements 
2. 3 Days before Voter Registration Deadline:   Final voter registration push

3. Voter Registration Deadline:  Voter Registration reminder and voter registration requirements 

4. Prior to Early Voting:  Early Voting announcement and information

5. First Day of Early Voting:   Early Voting information – Location, Requirements, Times, etc

6. During Early Voting:  Video Message from Celebrity Surrogates

7. Last Day of Early Voting:  Final Early Vote Push

8. GOTV:   Video Message from “Real People”- First Time Voters, Young Voters, Community Members, etc

9. GOTV:  Get out the Vote Push--  Election Information-  Voters Rights
10. 3 days before the Election:  GOTV PUSH   

11. Election Day:   Polling Place Information, Voting Rights,  Final GOTV PUSH
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
