Helpful Tactics when Recruiting Youth Volunteers:
· Contact  faculty advisors/student leaders and set up a one on one about your efforts

· Partner with Student Organizations- Ask them to volunteer as a group effort

· Ask student organizations to conduct Voter Registration/GOTV at their student tables

· Partner with the Student Government Association for a campus-wide efforts

· Partner with the Residence Hall Association to conduct Voter Registration/GOTV in Residence halls

· Schedule volunteers/staff to speak at campus events, student organization meetings

· When possible partner with the University Administration- Remember because you are Non-partisan it is easier for campuses to work with your campaign

· Work with friendly professors to establish an extra credit program for student volunteers

· When possible open an office close to the campus or youth community
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
