High School Outreach Tactics
High school students who will turn 18 on or before Nov. 4th can register and vote on Election Day.   Additionally, high school students will make good and reliable volunteers.   
REACH OUT

Contact government, history, and social studies teachers at every high school in your targeted area to ask if you can come in to speak to classes and distribute internship flyers.  Find the emails of the teachers on the school websites, found here-http://www.directoryofschools.com/high-schools/
Sample email/call script: 

Hi, I’m __________ with the ___________campaign here in _ (Local Town) _.    

We are a community organization devoted to registering and getting out the vote of people in our community.  

I’m writing/calling you to see if I or another staff member could come in and speak to some classes about GOTV campaign and/or how they can get involved.  

We are also offering full and part time internships to students in the area; if you’d be willing to distribute flyers about internship opportunities, please let me know!

We are non partisan effort- we don’t not support a particular candidate, our campaign is dedicated to increasing young voter turnout in our community.
Thank you for your time—I look forward to your reply!

GO TO A CLASS

· Talk to students about the 2008 election and the issues affecting youth communities. In particular, talk about volunteer opportunities.  Many high schools have volunteer hour requirements which can be fulfilled through volunteering for your campaign.   

· Talk about what it means to be a community organizer, what voter contact looks like, and how they can help.  It does not have to last longer than 5-10 minutes, and a lot of the class period can be dedicated to Q&A.
· After speaking, circulate clipboards with volunteer and internship sign-ups.

· Register any voting age student in the class.  

FOLLOW UP

That same night, call and schedule a meeting with students that signed up to get involved with your campaign efforts.   

HIGH SCHOOL STUDENT Tactics
· Registering at least 15 students (of voting age) at their school each week.

**or a comparable number based on class size**

· Recruiting at least 10 student volunteers per week to volunteer with the VR/GOTV efforts at least once per week (High School Volunteer Night/High School Saturdays).

· Conducting voter registration efforts to identify supporters and register voters in lunch

 rooms, classrooms, school drop off locations, and other high traffic areas at /near their schools.

· Conducting visibility efforts/tabling at local after-school (local high football games, basketball games, and other high attendance school related events in base neighborhoods 
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
