Public Service Announcement/PSAs are effective in helping communicate your message to your targeted community.   
Helpful tips when developing and distributing public service announcements
· When and where possible use celebrities to record your public service announcement.  Make sure they announce themselves

· When and where possible use music to enhance your PSA

· Distribute your PSA widely within your targeted communities- college radio, community radio station, community programs, local website, radio stations.  

· Target your PSA to your audience:  if your target audience is young people-make sure that your PSA will appeal to young people
· Craft your PSA so that important information is conveyed- Voter registration deadline, polling locations, polling hours, your organization name, your campaign slogan, campaign website, campaign hotline, etc. (information will vary depending on the focus of your PSA)
