
SAMPLE YOUTH VOTE CANVASS SCRIPT 

Hello. My name is ____ and I am a volunteer with (NAME YOUR ORGANIZATION). 

How are you? 

I’m out knocking on doors, making sure that young people are registered to vote at the address where they will be in the fall. Are you registered to vote at the address where you’ll be November 4? 

IF YES- GO TO PLEDGE Card Ask 

IF MAYBE- If you’ve moved, you need to re-register at your new address. It doesn’t hurt to re-register if you’re not sure. Here’s a form to fill out. It will take 30 seconds.  (GO TO PLEDGE/Supporter Card.)
IF REGISTERED AT HOME- That’s great that you’re registered to vote at home, but it’s much easier to vote at school/on campus.  Here’s a form to re-register. It’ll take 30 seconds. (Wait 30 seconds)  (GO TO PLEDGE/Supporter Card.) 

IF NOT REGISTERED- This is a historic election, and it’s crucially important that you vote.  It is important that people that live in (STATE) and go to school in (STATE) register to vote in (STATE).  There are a lot of cynics who say you won’t, and I’d like to prove them wrong. It’ll take 30 seconds, and help to make history. Here’s a form. (Wait 30 seconds) GO TO PLEDGE/Supporter Card.

PLEDGE ASK-   Great!  Registering to vote is just one step in this important election.   It very important that young people turn out and vote in record numbers this year.  Will you sign this pledge card to vote on election day?  That way, we can keep you posted of updates and event-- and eventually send you a reminder to vote on November 4. 

IF YES- Awesome. Thanks for your help. Have a nice day.
