Visibility

Creating a “buzz” about your campaign will be an important aspect of you voter outreach.  While voter contact will be the main focus of your work, visibility will help enhance your outreach efforts.  

Visibility Tactics and Actions:

· Development and distribution of Campaign Posters, Palm Cards, Post Cards, Lit Pieces

· Development and distribution Campaign Chum-  Yard Signs, Stickers, Buttons, T-Shirts, Key Chains, Placards, Hats,  Bumper Stickers, etc

· Flyering/Tabling at “peak” time at highly concentrated student areas on targeted campuses.

· Community Blitzing—Overnight Poster Distribution/Placement at local businesses

· Campus Chalking/ Chalking Voter Info on Chalk boards in large classrooms on campus

· Designing and placing “how to vote” table tents in dining facilities/bars/ friendly businesses

· Purchasing “Moving Billboards” with Voter Registration dates/messaging/text message opt-in at major events in targeted communities.  (ex. Step shows, Football Games, Bar Areas, Concerts)

· Partnering with local night clubs to get voter registration information/website printed on tickets/wristbands at  major club events/concerts

· Hosting T-Shirts Days—Ask volunteers to wear campaign T-shirt on a important date

· Wrapping/Painting Vehicles with voter registration /voting info – wrapped vehicle should be present at major community events, clubs nights, and during “peak” drive time

· Participating in local festivals /parades

· Handbill flyering/VR at local clubs nights

· Handbill flyering/VR at local churches (When possible purchase Church Fans with Voting Information)
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
