Where to Find Volunteers

Your Organization Membership List

These are folks who have been active in your organization. They are low hanging fruit.

Community Activists

These are people who are already active in community. These people will most likely be excited and ready to work with you.

Friends Of Volunteers

Always ask your volunteers to come back and bring a buddy!

Churches

Local churches are always a good place to recruit volunteers.  Reach out to the pastor or local trustee member.   Also some church organizations will come out and volunteer as a group—so reach out to the choirs, usher board, missionary group. 
Local Community Worker Programs

Reach out to local community outreach programs.  Some agencies may recommend their clients to volunteer to get “job/work” experience.  
People Attending Voter Outreach Events
These are people that are interested in the election.  Make sure to ask them to get more involved. 

Colleges And Universities
 Students are can be the backbone of voter outreach campaigns.   Get more students by providing internship credit for student volunteers.  Be sure to reach out to professors that may be interesting in having his/her class volunteer as a group.   Student organizations are also a good target to recruit volunteers.  
High School Students 

If they will be 18 by November 4th, they are eligible to vote.  A good way to get to these folks is through high school government teachers or debate coaches.   Also be sure to reach out to afterschool program directors as well. 
Senior Citizens And Stay At Home Parents

These individuals will often have more flexible hours.  This also might have allowed them to take an increased interested in politics this year.  Check with women’s clubs, union retiree groups, daytime recreational centers/programs. 

Coalition Partners

Work with coalition partners to recruit volunteers.    Ask partners to send out volunteer email alerts or make announcements at their meetings.  These groups might not see the connection between their cause and this Election.  It is your job to help them see this connection. 
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
